Uruguay’s audiovisual sector has grown
exponentially with a creativity that knows
no bounds. In recent years, the country
has positioned itself as a South American
spotlight for film talent and a hub for
international collaborations. Every film
made here reflects our commitment to
storytelling, supported by skilled
professionals, inspiring locations, and a
deep passion for the art of cinema.

The country stands out for tools like the Uruguay Audiovisual
Program, which includes cash rebate systems for internatio-
nal productions and co-productions, including shortfilms. In
addition to local funds for development, production, and
post-production, it has international agreements with
countries such as Canada, Italy, and France, among others.

Uruguayan Film and Audiovisual Agency (ACAU)

ACAU promotes the development of the sector through
initiatives that strengthen national production and
international collaboration. It serves as a key point of
reference for those looking to create projects in Uruguay.

Organizing the Festival de Cine Nuevo, is a key platform for
emerging cinema in Uruguay. Held in October since 2013, the
Festival includes an international section with cash prizes and
screening fees for selected works. The international call for
entries is open from January to April, seeking talent and
innovation in cinematic art.
